(5) In Case of Earthquake

In Case of Earthquake
Japan is an earthquake-prone country, and you may

experience an earthquake in any part of Japan.
In case of earthquake, please be aware of the
following:

1 Ensure your safety first.

The most important thing is your survival. Get under
a strong table or other furniture and cover your head
with floor cushions or other padding. It is imperative
that you ensure your safety.

2  Without panicking, extinguish gas and heat
sources.
Turn off sources of fire or heat as soon as possible.
If a fire breaks out, remain calm and put it out.

3 When going outside, do not run.
When going outside, move calmly and carefully and
watch for falling objects such as roof tiles and glass.

4  Avoid narrow alleys, brick walls, cliffs, and
riverbanks.
Brick walls, pillars, vending machines, etc. fall over
easily, so avoid them if you go outside.

5 Watch for landslides
If you feel an earthquake in a mountainous area or
near a steep slope, evacuate to a safe place.

6 Evacuate on foot, carrying only what is
necessary.
Nearby large parks and schools are designated as
evacuation areas. When you move into your home, ask

10
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the real estate agent and your neighbors where the
nearest evacuation area is located. If evacuation is
necessary, you must do so on foot. You should
prepare emergency supplies as soon as possible.

7 Cooperate to help save lives.

Work with those in your neighborhood to make sure
nearby senior citizens and disabled and injured persons
are safe. Lend a hand and perform first aid if necessary.

8 Get accurate information afterward and don’t
be afraid of aftershocks.
Use TV, radio, and bulletins from City Hall and the
fire department to obtain correct information about the

situation and stay calm.

9 Have 3 days’ worth of food ready

Prepare food and beverages so you and any other
household members can get by for at least three days,
preferably seven days if possible.

10 Secure furniture so it won’t fall on you

Many people are injured by furniture inside their
house falling during an earthquake. Take measures to
prevent furniture and other objects from moving or
falling.

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(6) In Case of Flood

In Case of Flood
In recent years, floods as a result of typhoons and

torrential rains have been occurring more frequently. In
order to stay calm and safely evacuate in the event of a
disaster, please prepare accordingly beforehand.

1 Preparation in advance

Regularly review the flood prediction areas on
hazard maps, etc. and check to see where your home,
place of work, and other areas you often visit are
located in relation to these.

2 Checking Flood Prediction Areas

Even in Flood Prediction Areas, if flood levels are
under 3 meters, you can still evacuate to safety by
heading to the second floor of a building.

3 Decide on your evacuation location

Whether they be designated emergency evacuation
locations or your friend’s house, decide on two
evacuation locations. Designated evacuation shelters
will also be set up in the event of a disaster. If it becomes
necessary to evacuate to one of these designated
evacuation shelters, please check the TV or City official
public information announcements for details on which
evacuation spots have been set up in the event of a
disaster.

4 There is more than one evacuation shelter
Evacuating doesn’t just mean to run to your nearest
designated emergency evacuation location or
designated evacuation shelter. For many reasons,
including preventing the spread of infection, it is best
to be careful to not overcrowd evacuation centers, and
to consider evacuating to a friend’s house in a safe area,

etc. if at all possible.
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5 Check your evacuation route

Decide in advance on your evacuation route leading
to your evacuation location. You should also physically
walk to your evacuation location at some point.

6 Evacuate early

By the time flood and rain waters have covered the
streets to the point where you can no longer see the
roads, it will be too dangerous to evacuate. Please don’t
get close to rivers or water-filled paddy fields.
Remember to evacuate as early as possible.

7  Share information with those around you

Be sure to talk with your family members and
neighbors about: hazardous areas surrounding your
home, your evacuation location, your evacuation route,
and how to safely evacuate.

8 Prepare an Emergency Kit

Please prepare an emergency kit in advance that
contains things you should carry with you in the event of
an evacuation (emergency food, clothes, medicine,

masks, hand sanitizer, etc.)

Individuals, relatives in the same household as the
individual, or those with proxy authorization can request
a certificate of residence. When using a proxy, the
applicant’s signature is needed.

[Residence card (Residence card)]

Along with the landing permission, change in status
of residence, and renewal of period of stay, the
Residence card can be issued at the airport or at a
Regional Immigration Services Bureau Branch Office.

The Residence card’s period of validity is equivalent
to the period of stay. However, residence cards for
minors under the age of 16 will expire on their 16"
birthday (3% 1), so the residence card renewal application
should be made before then. The period of validity for
permanent residents or Highly Skilled Professionals (ii)
is 7 years from the date of issuance.

(1) Residence cards issued on or after the 1% of
November, 2023 expire the day before the holder’s 16™
birthday.

For people under 16, application for renewal can be
made from 6 months before their 16" birthday (3%2) .
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For others, it is possible to renew within 2 months of the

expiration date at the Immigration Services Bureau.

(3%2) For cards issued on or after the 1*' of November,
2023, the renewal application can be made from 6

months before the day before the holder’s birthday

Visas necessary for foreign nationals to enter Japan are
issued by overseas Japanese embassies and consulates.

The period of stay is also
determined by the status of residence.

The activities you may engage in during your stay in
Japan are restricted by your status of residence. When you
wish to engage in any activity that is not authorized under
your current status of residence, you are required to apply
for permission from the Immigration Services Bureau in
your jurisdiction. There are cases in which unlawful
behavior can result in deportation.

For more information, contact the Tokyo Regional
Immigration ~ Services Bureau or the Regional
Immigration Services Bureau Nagano Branch Office.

[Procedures for Acquiring Status of Residence]

As a visa applicant, as a general rule you should
complete the procedures for residing in Japan at your local
Immigration Services Bureau (For minors, parents can
apply on their behalf). When visiting the bureau for
application procedures, remember to bring your passport
and your residence (zairyu) Card.

Fees vary by the type of procedure. It may take a few

days to complete certain procedures.

(D Permission to Engage in Activities Not Authorized
under the Status of Residence
This is an application for permission to engage
temporarily or secondarily in a work activity which is
normally not permitted under your status of residence.
@ Permission to Change Residence Status

You must apply for and obtain a “Change of Residence
Status” when you want to engage in a new activity which is
not permitted under your current status of residence.
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Applications made by Temporary Visitors, such as tourists,

will not be granted except in unavoidable circumstances.

@ Extend Period of Stay
This permission is necessary if you wish to extend
your stay in Japan beyond the authorized period under
the same status of residence. The application will be
rejected unless you present a compelling reason.

@ Acquisition of Status of Residence

Foreign nationals who were born in Japan or those
who have renounced (or lost) their Japanese nationality
are required to have their status of residence confirmed
within 30 days after birth or renunciation of Japanese
citizenship. Those planning to leave Japan within 60
days do not need to acquire confirmation of their status
of residence. In the case of an infant born in Japan, the
parents are requested to submit an application on the
child’s behalf.

® Permission for Re-entry

When you wish to leave Japan temporarily and re-
enter Japan within your authorized period of stay, you
must obtain permission for re-entry before departure
(called “sainyukoku kyoka”). If you leave Japan without
this documentation and still intend to return to Japan,
you must first receive a new visa from an overseas
Japanese embassy or consulate.

However, for those who will re-enter Japan within
one year, as a general rule, it is not necessary to obtain
a re-entry permit. This system is called “Minashi
Sainyukoku kyoka.”

In this case, please be sure to show your Passport
and Residence (zairyu) Card to the immigration official
when you leave Japan.

In addition, for those whose remaining period of
stay is less than one year, please re-enter Japan before

the period of stay is over.
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Regarding re-entry permits, both single and
multiple re-entry permits are available. Re-entry
permits are valid for the duration of your authorized
residence period, or 5 years from the day the permit is
acquired. However, in the case that your authorized
period of stay is less than five years, the permit’s period
of wvalidity will be limited to the dates of your
authorized period of stay (6 years for those who are

special permanent residents).

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(3) Notification of Births, Deaths, and Marriage

Notification of Births, Deaths and Marriage
[Birth Notification]
Individuals who give birth during their stay in Japan

are requested to report the birth of their newborn child
within 14 days. Make sure you submit this notification,
as it may be needed in the future to obtain citizenship
for your baby in your home country. The notification
form is attached to the birth certificate prepared by the
obstetrician. When submitting the notification form,
remember to bring your Mother and Child Health
Handbook (Boshi techo) (see “Maternity & Child
Health Services” on pg. 98).

If your baby will stay in Japan for 60 days or more
after birth, obtaining the baby’s status of residence is
required. Please inquire at the Immigration Services
Bureau for details.

For information about notifying your home country
of the birth of a child, please contact your country’s

embassy or consulate in Japan.

(D Application Period: Within 14 days starting with the
day of birth

@ Applicant: Father or mother of the baby; or mother
of the baby if the parents aren’t married

(® Submit to: The municipal office of the municipality
where the baby was born or the municipal office in
the area where the parent(s) live(s).

[Death Notification]

When an individual passes away in Japan, their
relatives must submit a Notification of Death within
seven days beginning with the day that relatives became
aware of the individual’s death. The notification of
death accompanies the doctor’s certification of death.
You must also notify the government of the home

country of the deceased.

If the deceased holds a residence card or special
permanent resident certificate, their family or the person
they live with will need to return it.

How to return: bring it to the Tokyo Regional

Immigration Bureau Nagano Branch Office, or send it

by post to the Tokyo Immigration Bureau Odaiba

Branch. For more details, please contact the

Immigration Bureau (see “Status of Residence” on pg.

24) .

If you wish to cremate or bury the deceased in Japan,
you must obtain permission for cremation or burial. If
you wish to cremate or bury the deceased in your home
country, please first verify the details with your country’s
embassy or consulate in Japan before submitting the
notification of death.

D Application Period: Within seven days starting with
the day the applicant became aware of the death.
Please submit the death notification before

cremating the body.

@ Applicant: Relatives, housemates, etc.
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(@ Submit to: The municipal office closest to location
of death or the local municipal office of the person
submitting the form. If the deceased is Japanese, it
can be submitted to the municipal office of his or
her honseki (legal domicile).

[Marriage Notification]

You are required to prepare the following documents
if you submit a marriage notification in Japan. If both
husband and wife are foreigners, you do not need to
submit your marriage registration to a Japanese
municipality if you have already submitted the document
to your embassy or consulate, so please contact either of
those places. In the case that a Japanese citizen and a
foreigner are married, the permanent domicile of the
Japanese spouse can be submitted instead of the
addresses of the related parties.

If you are a foreigner who submitted the document to
a Japanese municipal office, you will usually need the
documents listed below; the required documents,
however, will depend on your nationality and previous
marriages. Please consult the Nagano City Hall Public
Service  Counter  Section  (Family  Registry
Management) prior to submitting your paperwork.

* Please submit the Certificate of Competency to
Marry and other documents that have an expiration
date before they expire, and documents that do not
have an expiration date as soon as possible after they
have been issued.

¢ For every certificate that is written in a foreign
language (excluding a passport), please submit a
Japanese translation with it. Please list the translator’s
name on the translation.

Additionally, marriage notification must be
submitted to the authorities of the foreign partner’s
country.

[Legal Seal Registration]

Foreigners who are 15 years old and older and are
registered as regular residents are eligible to register a
seal legally at Nagano City Hall’s General Affairs
Counter or branch offices.

Seal registration is limited to one per person. The seal
to be registered must have a diameter between 8mm and
25mm, and show the name as it appears on the basic
resident registration. The seal must show your last name
or your first name. If you wish to register your seal with
your name inscribed in katakana, please register it in

katakana. Individuals who have registered an alias may

legally register their seal under that alias.

Rubber seals and chipped or broken seals cannot be
registered. Also, please note that two members of the

same family cannot register the exact same seal.

You can legally register your seal by presenting your
Residence (zairyu) card, special permanent resident
at the window.

[What is “My Number”?]

The My Number system provides a 12-digit number
that is used for social security, taxes, etc. Foreigners
registered as residents in Japan (mid-term residents,
special permanent residents, etc.) will also receive their
own My Number.

* When filing your tax returns, you will provide the tax
office with your My Number.

* You will present your My Number to your employer
for tax and social insurance procedures.

* You will present your My Number to your municipal
office to receive welfare payments or for procedures
relating to National Healthcare, Long-term Healthcare,
etc.

* When transferring money to or from overseas, present

your My Number to the bank or post office.

[My Number Card]

The My Number Card serves as a physical certification

of your My Number.

The amount of income tax and special income tax for
reconstruction one pays is based on one’s income.
Among foreigners, the range of tax obligations differ
based on whether one is a resident or a non-resident.
In the case of residents, depending on one’s income,
they may be taxed just like the average Japanese
citizen. With the exception of cases where bilateral
tax agreements exempt them from the obligation to pay,
as a general rule, non-residents pay 20.42%.

** Any individual who has a “JUSHO(domicile)” or
owns a “KYOSHO(residence)” continuously for one
year or more is classified as a resident.

(D-1 Filing Tax Returns

Filing a tax return involves reporting your
calculated income from January 1 to December 31 of
that previous year and calculating the percentage of
tax you must pay based on this amount.

People whose income taxes are not deducted from
their salary every month, who are receiving a salary
from two or more places, or who are receiving income
outside of their proper salary must submit an income
tax return at their local tax office between February
16 and March 15 of the following year.

(D-2 Certificate of Income and Withholding Tax

A certificate of income and withholding tax is
issued by one’s employer. It provides a record of one’s

total earnings between January and December of that
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year and the amount of income tax deducted. Please

be sure to safely store this document, as it may be

necessary when filing an income tax return or

renewing one’s status of residence.

The local municipal and prefectural residential tax
(jumin zei) is based on where you live as of January 1
and these taxes are levied based on one’s income from
the previous year. Residents’ taxes are calculated
between May and June and then the individual is
notified afterwards.

From the start of the Reiwa 6 fiscal year (April
2024), a forest environment tax will be added on a per-
capita basis to the residential tax.

In the case of salaried workers, the tax amount for
one year is split into 12 parts from June of one year
until May of the next year and deducted from one’s
monthly paycheck. Individuals whose residential tax
payments do not get deducted from their monthly pay
checks should go pay directly at a local financial
institution. At that time, you should bring the statement
of payment issued to you by City Hall.

People who had an address in Nagano City as of
January 1st of a particular year must submit a report of
the previous year's earnings to the Municipal Tax
Section by March 15th.

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4 . Getting Settled in Nagano
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(1) Housing

Housing
In terms of renting a place of residence, individuals

generally rent privately-owned apartments. However,
people who meet specific requirements are also eligible
for public housing.
[ Private Real Estate]
In Japan, it is customary to consult with a real estate
agent when looking for an apartment or other domicile.
@D Rent
Rent is paid in advance, and in order to move in, at
least four months of rent is usually necessary. The
breakdown of the standard charges is:
(D-1 Reikin (Key money): 1-2 months of rent
fee paid to the landlord for the right to rent the unit. A
non-refundable
(D-2 Shikikin (Deposit): 1-2 months of rent
Paid to the landlord as a deposit for rent, damages, etc.
Will be refunded when you vacate the apartment after
all remaining costs and fees (cleaning, damage, etc.) are
deducted.
(D-3 Tesuryo (Realtor’s fee): 1-2 months of rent paid to

the realtor.

® Guarantor

In order to rent a unit, a guarantor who will co-sign
the rental agreement is required. The guarantor must
be approved by the landlord. (A guarantee company

may become a guarantor.)

@  How to pay

Rent is usually paid by automatic bank transfer.
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@ Local Community

As a member of the local community, residents are
required to pay a regular community fee, participate in
neighborhood cleanup campaigns, and so forth.
® Moving

When planning to move, you must notify your
landlord at least one month in advance.
® Landlord

Landlords ordinarily rely on realtors, and seldom

rent directly to tenants.

[Public Housing]

Nagano City and Nagano Prefecture each manage
their own public housing complexes. Public housing is
available to individuals who, due to low income and
other circumstances, have problems securing a home.
Hence, in order to move in, one must meet certain
requirements, including the designated income level.

Also, for residences connected to the sewage system,

[How to pay]

Water charge consists of a basic fee and charges for
the amount of water used.

automatic transfer only if you hold an account at a

[Driver’s License)

When you wish to operate a vehicle in Japan, an
international driver’s license or Japanese driver’s license
is necessary.

[International Driver’s License]

Individuals who have an international driver’s license
issued by signatory countries of the Geneva Convention,
or by one of the countries listed below (see Note (D),
AND a translated copy of that license (see Note @) can
drive in Japan for one year, starting from either the day
they arrive in Japan or the date they receive their
international driver’s license.

However, only those who are registered residents
and who re-enter Japan after being outside of Japan
for at least 3 months or more can use the
international driver’s license again. Those staying in
Japan longer than a year need to obtain a Japanese
driver’s license prior to the expiration of the
International Driver’s License.

Note (D —Switzerland, Germany, France, Belgium,

Monaco, Taiwan
Note (@—Translation must have been produced by a

Japanese embassy or consulate office, the Japan

Automobile Federation (JAF), or ZIPLUS (Ltd.).

However, in the case of Taiwanese driver’s licenses,

a translation from the Taiwan-Japan Relations
Commission is also acceptable. For German licenses,
a translation from the General German Automobile

Club (ADAC) is acceptable.
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[ Converting Your Driver’s License into a

Japanese Driver’s License]

If you have a foreign driver’s license, you may convert
it into a Japanese driver’s license under the following
conditions:

* You have completed the resident registration process
in Nagano Prefecture.

* After receiving your foreign license, you resided for at
least three months in the country where your license was
issued.

* Your foreign license is valid at the time you apply for
a Japanese license.

In addition to these conditions, your driver’s license
and the means of acquiring a license in your home
country must be verified. Hence, there are cases in which
license conversion may be denied.

* Foreign driver’s license

+ Japanese translation of the license

Translation must be done by an embassy, consulate,
the Japan Automobile Federation (JAF), or ZIPLUS.
In the case of Taiwanese licenses, a translation from
the Taiwan-Japan Relations Association is also
acceptable. In the case of German licenses, a
translation from the General German Automobile Club
(ADAC) is also acceptable.

* International Driver’s License (If you have one)
* Certificate of residence — excerpt that lists your
nationality and the date of expiry of your period of stay
* Residence (zairyu) Card
* Passport
You may be required to show an old passport in order
to check the date you obtained your foreign driver’s

license. Please bring all of the passports you possess.
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* One photo for the driver’s license application (Must
have been taken within the past 6 months. Required
photo size is 3cm X 2.4cm)

It is possible to prepare a photo for your driver’s license
at the Hokushin Driver’s License Center in Shinonoi for
a fee.

[ Traffic Rules]

* In Japan, cars drive on the left-hand side of the road

+ Please abide by Japanese traffic laws, such as speed

limits, traffic lights, road signs, stopping at

crosswalks, etc.

* Park only in designated areas.

[Purchasing and Owning a Car]

* To purchase a car, you will need a certification of
authenticity for your legal seal or signature (See pg.
31, “Inkan (Name Seals)” for details). You will also need
certification issued by the police that you have a private
parking space for your car.

+ As a car owner, you will be subject to an annual
automobile tax (See pg. 35 “Taxes”).

+ In Japan, your car must undergo periodic inspection
(shaken and legal inspection). At inspection time, you
will need to renew your mandatory insurance and also
pay weight tax and other applicable taxes.

[ Automobile Insurance]

The automobile insurance system was established in
order to compensate for financial losses incurred as the
result of a traffic accident.

There are two types of automobile insurance: the
mandatory liability insurance (kyosei hoken) and an
optional insurance (nin-i hoken) for additional coverage.
In the event of a serious accident involving two moving
vehicles, mandatory liability insurance covers only a
fraction of the assessed damages, so it is highly
recommended that you also sign up for the optional
coverage. If you ever cause a traffic accident, stop your

car immediately, and take emergency measures, as well
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as calling 119 to notify the fire department and arrange
for a fire engine to be dispatched. Also, call the police on
110 to file an accident report. After you have completed
the accident report with the police, contact your
insurance provider.

[ Driving an Automobile on Snowy or Icy
Roads]

In Nagano City, the roads are snowy and icy all winter.
You will need to use studless tires or snow chains when
necessary. Highways may check whether or not you have
proper tires and force you to exit if you do not have
them. Please drive more carefully than you would during
the other seasons.

Bicycles
[Rules for riding bicycles on car roads]
When riding a bicycle in Japan, you must ride on the left
side of the road.
However, the following situations allow for cyclists to
ride on walking paths:

+ If you are a child under 13, an elder over 70, or a
disabled individual.

* When there is road construction or if the left side of
the road is being blocked by a parked vehicle and it is
dangerous to pass.

+ If there is a sign that reads “For regular bikes and
pedestrian use” ( * Example of road sign provided
below)

[ Things to be cautious of when cycling on a
pedestrian walkway]
Pedestrians have the right-of-way on walkways. If you
cannot avoid riding along a pedestrian walkway, you
must ride slowly, stop if a pedestrian is on the path, and
avoid their path.

[ Abide by traffic rules]

Bicycles share the road with automobiles. Therefore,
they must abide by the same traffic rules as automobiles
do.
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® Duty to follow traffic lights

Please obey traffic signals and lights.
® Duty to obey stop signs

At spots where it is difficult to see oncoming traffic,
cyclists must obey traffic signs and temporarily stop
to look both ways to verify that the road is safe.

® Riding double and riding in groups is prohibited

It is not allowed for cyclists to ride in a line next to
each other.

® Cycling at night without a headlight is prohibited

Always use a headlight when cycling in the dark.

® Using a cellphone or wearing headphones while

cycling is prohibited

Cycling while using your phone or with headphones
in is prohibited.

Banking
[Opening a Bank Account]

In order to open a bank account, please go to a bank,
JP Bank (Yucho Ginko), or post office Savings counter
and take a form of personal identification with you, such
as your residence (zairyu) card or your passport, as well
as your employee ID care or your student ID card and
your name seal (see “Inkan” on pg. 31).

(Some banks will require a residence card in order to
check your period of stay or your status of residence.

Also, in Japan, it’s most common to use a name seal
when opening an account. However, in the case of

foreigners, some banks will accept a signature instead.)

At the bank teller window, you will be required to
declare your profession and the purpose of the
transactions. In order to prevent crime, even after the
bank account has been created, some banks will need to
confirm your address, name, or state of employment.
This is in accordance with law. However, you will not be
asked for your PIN or Internet banking login ID and

password.

You can also apply for a cash card when you open
your account. Those with a cash card may use automatic
teller machines (ATMs) which offer services such as
deposits, withdrawals, account book updating, and
balance inquiries. If you are willing to pay the service
charge, your cash card will allow you to withdraw

money from almost any ATM in the country.
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[Hours of Operation]

Bank teller windows are open from 9:00 a.m. — 3:00
p.m. (closed on Saturdays, Sundays, and national
holidays).

JP Bank (Yucho Ginko/) post office savings counter
are open from 9:00 am. — 4:00 p.m. (closed on
Saturdays, Sundays, and national holidays).

Hours of operation for ATMs vary by the branch. In
general, they are open from 8:00 a.m.-9:00 p.m. on
weekdays and 9:00 a.m. — 7:00 p.m. on weekends.
ATMs are also available for use at convenience stores.

operation vary by store. For more information, please

make an inquiry at the store in question.

[ Changing your Information]

When your address, status of residence, or period
of residence changes
When you leave your company or school

When you have lost your bank book or cash card

[ Automatic Transfers]

This is a process in which money is automatically sent
from your account to that of the recipient. You can have
utility payments automatically transferred from your
account. In order to register for automatic transfer
services, you will need to take your account book and
name seal to the bank branch where you opened your
account and submit an application at the teller window
(counter).

It is possible to change or cancel automatic transfer

arrangements and services at any time.
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[ Transfers]
In Japan, it is common to transfer money directly into
a person or company’s account rather than write them a
check. Transfers are debited directly from your account
or paid in cash. To perform a transfer, you must know
the recipient’s bank name, branch name, account
number, and account holder’s name. You may conduct a

transfer at the teller window or via ATM.

[Sending Money Abroad]

Regular banks, Japan Post Banks (known as “Yu-Cho
Banks”), and certain post offices handle procedures to
send money abroad. When sending money abroad,
please bring your residence (zairyu) card or another
certificate, as well as some documentation which has
your Individual Number on it (My Number card or
Individual Number notification) with you. You must also
bring your registered personal seal (todoke-in). People
who have not registered their personal seal with a bank
can use a hand-written signature. The service charge for
the transfer depends on the transfer method, the amount
you send, and the recipient financial institution. For
more information, make an inquiry at the appropriate
financial institution.

[Foreign Currency Exchange]

Types of currency and tickets handled may differ
depending on the bank. Please inquire at each bank
regarding their details. You can also use the “Foreign
Exchange Home Delivery Service” to complete an
exchange.

Machine located in the Nagano City Tourist
Information Center (In the East-West Concourse of
Nagano Station).

[International Express Mail Service (EMS)]

The quickest way to send mail, such as documents and
articles, abroad is by Express Mail Service. EMS ensures
that your mail will be given priority from the time it
leaves the post office until it reaches its destination. It
usually takes between three and seven days to have your
package delivered (customs officials may require
additional time for certain packages depending on
inspection and handling).

Please use this service by first registering on the Japan
Post Homepage, through the “My Page for International
Mail Services”.

Additionally, they offer extensive support systems
such as a system to confirm the status of your package,
and a damage compensation system you can use to
insure your package (for up to ¥2,000,000).

For further information about fees, please ask at the

nearest post office or check the Japan Post Homepage.
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[Air Mail]

The post office may send mail abroad via airplane. It
takes between one and two weeks to reach the
destination country.

[SAL (Surface Air Lifted)]

Articles are first sent to the country via airmail, then
are transported within the recipient country via surface
mail. Due to the space constraints of airplanes, it may
take around two to three weeks to arrive in your country.
However, this method is cheaper than air mail and faster

than sea mail.

The Local Community

[ Residents Association]

Residents associations are groups of people living
in the same districts or apartment blocks who have
organized to make their district a more pleasant
place to live. Depending on the area, these groups
are called “ku” or “chonaikai.”

In order to create a safe town that is easy to live
in, residents associations carry out many activities
like establishing security patrols and security
lighting,

cleaning of public parks, managing

maintenance of garbage collection areas,

implementing disaster preparedness trainings,
putting on community events where local residents
can interact like sports festivals or cultural festivals,
and organizing events that celebrate that area’s
traditions.

To join a Residents Association, you will have to
pay a fee and take part in the cleaning rotation,
among other things. However, if you participate in
Residents Association activities and events, you will
get acquainted with the people in your
neighborhood, which could help create connections
for receiving help during rough times or disasters.

To make your lifestyle in a different country the
best it can be, it is important to proactively
participate in Residents Association activities and
form amiable relationships with your neighbors.

Foreigners who are registered as residents of Nagano
City who have not joined an employer-sponsored health
insurance plan are under the same legal obligations as
Japanese citizens to enroll in the Kokumin Kenko Hoken,
or the National Health Insurance Plan. When you
become a member of the National Health Insurance Plan,
you will be responsible for 20% or 30% of the medical
treatment at the time of treatment depending on your
age.

*1f you do not have health insurance, you will have to
pay the full costs of medical treatments. Enrollment in
the National Health Insurance Plan is mandatory for
those not enrolled in an employee-sponsored plan.

When leaving Japan, returning to your home country,
or moving domestically you must submit a_change of
residence form to the Public Services Counter Section.
Please also return your “health insurance confirmation
papers” (national health insurance card) at that time.
You will not be able to use those papers or card when
you move out of Nagano City.

Going to a Clinic or Hospital

In general, you should try going to a health clinic near
your house first. Make sure to take your My Number
card or health insurance confirmation papers card along
with you. Reception hours also vary by facility.
Therefore, if possible, it is best to contact the medical
institution in advance to confirm such details.

If it will be difficult to complete treatment at the health
clinic you visit, the clinic’s doctor will write up a “Letter
of Introduction” for you. Take this letter to a large
hospital where you can receive the necessary treatment.

Also, if you don’t have confidence in your ability to
communicate in Japanese, try to find someone who
speaks Japanese to go with you.

Medical questionnaires in English, Portuguese,
Chinese, Thai, Arabic, Spanish, Tagalog, and Korean are
available and can be printed from the Nagano Prefecture
Homepage. They should prove helpful when undergoing

medical examinations and treatments.

Maternity & Child Health Services
[Pregnancy]
There are several services available to pregnant

women and their infants in Japan. However, to qualify
for these services, you must have completed resident
registration (see “Procedures for foreign residents” on
pg. 20).

If you are pregnant, submit a notification of
pregnancy (available at any obstetrics clinic) to the
Nagano City Health Center Health Care Section, the
Nagano City Hall Health Care Section Counter (Bldg. 1
2F) or a health center. There will be a short interview
when you submit the notification, so you must make an
appointment in advance. You will then be issued a
Mother and Child Health Handbook and vouchers for
prenatal,

postnatal, newborn hearing health and 1-

month health checkups. For details and foreign
language versions of the handbook, please reach out to
the Nagano City Hall Health Center Health Care

Section.

The progress of your pregnancy and delivery, and
your baby’s growth and vaccinations will be recorded
in your Mother and Child Health Handbook, so be
careful not to misplace it. With the exam vouchers for
general health checkups during pregnancy, you can
receive subsidized prenatal examinations at medical
institutions in Nagano Prefecture. With the exam
vouchers for maternal health and 1-month health
checkups,

you can receive subsidized postnatal

examinations at medical institutions in Nagano
Prefecture. With the newborn hearing health and 1-
month health checkup, after your child is born, you can

exchange the vouchers at any medical institution that
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offers the checkups (such as any obstetrician) to receive
a subsidized fee.

Submit each kind of voucher at the appropriate
reception desk. If, due to a multiple conception birth,
you utilize this voucher for maternal health checkups
more than 14 times, the amount accumulated will be
partially subsidized. For details, please inquire at the
Nagano City Health Center Health Care Section.

Vouchers are not valid for exams performed outside
of Nagano prefecture, so you should consult the Nagano
City Health Care Section for guidance on how to
proceed in this case.

[ After Giving Birth]

An infant health guidebook called the “Aka-chan no
Shiori,” which contains vouchers for your child’s health
checkups and vaccinations, will be issued to the person
submitting the notification of birth. Birth notifications
must be delivered to the Public Service Counter Section
of City Hall or a branch office within 14 days of your
child’s birth (see “Birth Notification” on pg. 27).

Additionally, you should receive a lump-sum birth
allowance from the insurance policy in which you are
enrolled. Those enrolled in the National Health Insurance
Plan should apply for this allowance at the National Health
Insurance and Elderly Healthcare Section of City Hall
when you submit the notification of your child’s birth. If
you are enrolled in a plan through your workplace, please
inquire with the person there in charge of insurance

matters.
